Ladies Shabbat Class for May 2nd 
Eternally Desired Series

Review: Psalm 45:1-8  is a picture of our Royal Wedding when our Messiah Yeshua  returns with us, His bride.  He is the Victorious Hero- El Gibbor, the Righteous One- Jehovah Tzedkenu who will make everything that was wrong, right again. This is a Messianic Psalm because verse 6 & 7 are repeated in Hebrews 1:8-9 and speak of our Messiah’s eternal throne and righteous judgement: 
Psalm 45:6 Thy throne, O God, is forever and ever; A scepter of uprightness is the scepter of Thy kingdom.  7 Thou hast loved righteousness, and hated wickedness; Therefore God, Thy God, has anointed Thee With the oil of joy above Thy companions.     (see Hebrews 1:8-9)

This week:
Psalm 45:9 Kings' daughters are among Thy noble ladies; At Thy right hand stands the queen in gold from Ophir. 10 Listen, O daughter, give attention and incline your ear; Forget your people and your father's house; 11 So that the King will greatly desire your beauty; for He is your Lord and worship Him. 

1. The Queen or bride standing at the King’s  right hand indicates that we are in a place of honor that is equal to our Groom.  We are there to bring honor to the King and bring our attention to Him. 

2. What does our King want us to be doing?
a. Listen- - Sh’ma (listen or hear) - Listen with the intent of obeying
Deuteronomy 6:4 "Hear, O Israel! The LORD is our God, the LORD is one!’  5 "And you shall love the LORD your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your might. 6 "And these words, which I am commanding you today, shall be on your heart; 7 and you shall teach them diligently to your sons and shall talk of them when you sit in your house and when you walk by the way and when you lie down and when you rise up. 8 "And you shall bind them as a sign on your hand and they shall be as frontals on your forehead. 9 "And you shall write them on the doorposts of your house and on your gates. 

b. Daughter- bat- We are adopted into His family with all the rights and privileges- hires and fellow heirs with Messiah (Romans 8:16)
Ephesians 1:5 He predestined us to adoption as daughters and sons through Yeshua the Messiah to Himself, according to the kind intention of His will, 6 to the praise of the glory of His grace, which He freely bestowed on us in the Beloved. 

Romans 8:15 For you have not received a spirit of slavery leading to fear again, but you have received a spirit of adoption as daughters and sons by which we cry out, "Abba! Father!"
 16 The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God,
 17 and if children, heirs also, heirs of God and fellow heirs with Messiah…if indeed we suffer with Him in order that we may also be glorified with Him. 
c. Give Attention- ‎ – based on raah meaning to see- Gen 22: 14 And Abraham called the name of that place The LORD Will Provide… ‎  Jehovah Yirah

God sees the need and provides for each of us so we need to pray as Paul prayed to see (raah) our lives from our King’s perspective: Ephesians 1:18  I pray that the eyes of your heart may be enlightened, so that you may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints (His bride), 19 and what is the surpassing greatness of His power toward us who believe. These are in accordance with the working of the strength of His might. 20 which He brought about in Messiah (Our Groom), when He raised Him from the dead, and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places, 21 far above all rule and authority and power and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this age, but also in the one to come. 22 And He put all things in subjection under His feet, and gave Him as head over all things to the congregation.  23 which is His body (the Bride), the fulness of Him who fills all in all. 

d. Incline your ear- the Hebrew word for ear is ozen often used  symbolically as an instrument of obedience.   Proverbs 25:12 Like an earring of gold and an ornament of fine gold Is a wise reprover to a listening ear.

e. The next phrase  to the “forget your people and your father’s house”   goes back to the idea of “leaving and cleaving” from Genesis 2:24 For this cause a man shall leave his father and his mother, and shall cleave to his wife; and they shall become one flesh. (Gen. 2:24 NAS)  
God chose marriage above every other relationship to represent His relationship to His people of faith.  During this betrothal time we need to be entirely devoted to Yeshua our Groom, so that His affection may be fixed on us without anything to hinder or impair it.

Matthew 6:33 "But seek first His kingdom and His righteousness; and all these things shall be added to you. 34 "Therefore do not be anxious for tomorrow; for tomorrow will care for itself. Each day has enough trouble of its own. 

3. Psalm 45:11 So shall the King greatly desire your beauty: for he is your Lord; and worship Him. ( KJV)
This is  our Betrothal or Kiddushin time until Yeshua comes for us!To have the intimacy of relationship with Messiah and for Him to appreciate our beauty, we must reflect His beauty as we Yeshua taught us: “Abide in Me and I  in you…” John 15: 4.    This is accomplished each day by listening and obeying Him,  living our lives in light of His perspective.  Realizing He not only sees out lives unfolding but also provides for us in every situation.  Each day we must have our ears tuned to hearing wisdom from His Word and living accordingly.   
 And most importantly we must Worship Him.
